Weekly Readings 

   In the past, people who came to our church for perpetual 
adoration were able to access the bathrooms within the school 
when the school was in session.  When I first came here and 
found out about this, I was very concerned about the safety of 
our school children.  I place the safety of our school children as 
one of my most important priorities as your pastor, and I take it 
very seriously. 
 
   Consequently, about a month ago, I decided to lock the doors 
leading into the school from the church during school operating 
hours for the express purpose of the children’s safety.  Since 
then, I have had too numerous complaints from people who 
come here for perpetual adoration who want to use the 
restrooms, half of whom are not even registered parishioners 
but still have the audacity to complain. 
 
   Therefore, I and our Building and Grounds committee have 
been working on plans to possibly look at converting one of the 
confessionals into a bathroom.  Based upon architectural advice 
and permission from the city, we will be able to accomplish this 
task.  The confessional on the north side of the church will be 
converted due to its proximity to the water and sewer lines 
with the school.  Construction will soon be underway. 
 
   By the way, our Building and Grounds committee was formed 
a few weeks ago and had their first meeting in the 94 year 
history of this parish.  I tasked this committee immediately with 
presenting me with a Master Facility Plan that will look at 
scheduled maintenance as well as capital expenditures that need to 
be done in the next 3-5-10 years from now.  The committee has met 
several times and has conducted some thorough inspections of 
all of our buildings and the plan is near completion.  This Master 
Plan will help our parish be proactive in order to prepare and 
save for intended capital expenditures. 
 
   Furthermore, our School parents have expressed a desire to 
perform “deep cleanings” of our school.  The School Mom’s, 
known as Mary’s Moms, have volunteered many hours to help 
clean our church hall, kitchen and, last Wednesday, the school.  
Our School Dad’s, known as Fr. Dan’s Dad, have volunteered 
many hours fixing things in the school hall as well as in the 
school.  Their latest project was on last Friday, when they 
painted the entrance to the gym as well as replaced the entire 
ceiling tiles.  I was part of that project and it was fun to work 
with the Dads and Moms.  It was a great atmosphere that fostered 
a sense of camaraderie and community. 
 
   Our parish facilities are in need of a lot of work and so your 
help is greatly needed.  If you would like to join us on future 
projects to help in the renewal of our parish, please call our 
parish office at 321-1965 or Paul and Amy Kaczynski who are 
the chairs of Fr. Dan’s Dads and Mary’s Moms, respectively, at 
525-7177.  You don’t have to be a school parent to help us, only a 
person with a love for our parish!
