   Recently our second graders celebrated their First Reconciliation.  
This is an exciting time in their lives as they draw closer to 
Christ in a greater way by the sacraments they are receiving this 
year,  First Reconciliation and First Communion.  I encourage 
you all to continue to pray for our second graders as well as 
their teachers. 
 
   This Wednesday, February 17th, we celebrate Ash Wednesday.  
Our Masses will be at 8:00am, 12:00pm and 7:00pm.  Realizing 
just how important this day is in our spiritual lives, I added the 
12:00pm Noon Mass for those who may not be able to make the 
other Masses due to commitments, work, etc. 
 
   During this Season of Lent, we are blessed with a wide variety 
of events and ministries to offer us opportunities for prayer, 
good works, and penance in order for us to be drawn into the 
mystery of Christ’s Passion, Death, and Resurrection.  One 
thing that I will be offering during Lent is a great opportunity 
to receive the Eucharist and Reconciliation.  These two sacraments 
will help us enter into the Solemnity of this Liturgical Season.  
Therefore, every Wednesday night beginning on February 
24, I will be hearing confessions from 6:15pm until 6:45pm 
and then Mass at 7:00pm. 
 
   We will have a district Communal Penance Service presided 
by Archbishop Listecki on Wednesday, March 17th at 7:00pm 
at St. Matthias Church.  Furthermore, we will host our  
cluster Communal Penance Service here on Tuesday, March 
23rd at 7:00pm.  Stations of the Cross will occur every Friday 
at 2:00pm with the school children and at 7:00pm; all are 
welcome to attend.   
 
   Finally, I have included the Lenten Regulations for Fasting 
and Abstinence. 
 
   Just a helpful reminder: 
 
The Catholic Church asks each member to preserve the 
penitential character and purpose of Lent.  Therefore: 
   1)  Catholics who have celebrated their 14th birthday are 

bound to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday and each 
Friday during Lent. 

   2)  Catholics who have celebrated their 18th birthday, in 
addition to abstaining from meat should fast on Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday.  Hence, on those days they 
should eat only one full meal.  Smaller quantities of food 
may be taken at two other meals, but no food should be 
consumed at other times during those two days.  The 
obligation of fasting ceases with the celebration of one’s 
59th birthday. 

 
 
 
Holy Hour for the Unborn 
During Lent, the Holy Hour for the Unborn will not meet at 
their regularly scheduled time. Those who have attended the 
Holy Hours are asked to continue to pray for the end of abortion 
by attending the Wednesday 7:00pm Lenten Mass with your 
Respect Life intentions.
