A Message from Fr. Dan

It has been brought to my attention that people are parking
in the “No Parking Zone” designated by the Greenfield Fire
Department. This is a very serious fire code violation. These
parking violations are becoming more frequent as the weather
gets worse during this winter season. However, this will no
longer be permitted.

During the 4:00pm Mass on Christmas Eve, someone in the
Church Hall had a seizure and the paramedics were immediately
called. When the paramedics arrived, they couldn’t park in
the designated fire lane which according to city law is there
for this specific purpose. Instead, cars were parked in the “No
Parking Zone” to such a degree that the paramedics had to
park their vehicle further down the parking lot. To make matters
worse, they could not get their gurney in between the cars
that were parked in the “No Parking Zone”, making it even
more difficult for the paramedics to respond to this person
having a seizure.

Fortunately, the paramedics were able to revive the person
and the person was able to go home under the care of family.
However, this is a serious wake up call for our parish. What if
this person’s condition was worse, say for example, a heart
attack and the paramedics needed to respond as quickly as
possible for the good of the patient’s health? This wouldn't be
possible because of a few persons who decided to park illegally.
Furthermore, the Greenfield Fire Department has notified me
that if this happens again our parish could be fined for this
violation.

Consequently, parking in the “No Parking Zone” in front of
church will no longer be tolerated regardless of the occasion.
The ushers have been instructed to watch for violators and
those violators will be confronted and asked to move their
cars. Furthermore, license numbers will be taken down and
announced before any of the Masses for those people to move
their cars. | have instructed our snow plowers to make sure
that we don't lose any handicapped parking due to snow fall
and plowing. In addition, if you need handicapped parking, |
strongly suggest you come early to Mass.

Parking Lot Safety
Snow piles up, car windows are frosted, snow is
brushed from cars and vehicles are backing out of the
parking spaces. PEOPLE ARE DISTRACTED! This is
areminder to be careful and extra watchful, especially
for small children who dart across the parking lot to
the family car after Mass.
