Mass Intentions A Message from Fr. Dan 

Weekly Readings 

   For decades after Jesus’ ascension into Heaven, people in the 
Early Church had tremendous arguments about why Jesus was 
baptized.  After all John the Baptist’s baptism was a baptism of 
repentance for sinners.  Jesus was baptized by John.  But Jesus 
was innocent of sin.  Then why did Jesus have to undergo the 
baptism?  Actually this is quite an embarrassment for our 
Church. 
 
   The answer to that lies in what Jesus says to John in the 
Gospel.  Jesus tells John,  “It is fitting to fulfill all righteousness.”  
John preached that following God brought with it an expectation 
of fulfilling his will.  To live by God’s will to do what God 
commands means to fulfill all righteousness.” 
 
   Therefore, for Jesus, baptism ultimately had nothing to do 
with forgiveness of sins.  It had to do with identity.  What 
happened after Jesus was baptized.  The clouds opened, a dove 
came and rested on his shoulder and a voice came from the 
clouds, this is my son with whom I am pleased.  Jesus is 
revealed, but also the Holy Trinity, the Father, Son, and Holy 
Spirit.  Jesus is revealed to us and the people present on the 
banks of the Jordan River.  From that revelation of Christ, Jesus 
then begins his ministry, and begins to fulfill the will of the 
Father. 
 
   When we baptize children into our church, the very first part 
of the rite is that we ask the parents, what name do you give 
this child?  That question is traced back to the event of the 
scriptures today, in which Jesus is revealed in his baptism.  The 
parents then respond with a name.  In doing so we in some way 
enact that same event.  The child is revealed to us by the name 
given by their parents. 
 
   Baptism is a great event in our lives.  I always tell parents 
before I baptize their child that this is the second greatest day 
in the life of their child.  The greatest day is when they see the 
beatific vision when they come face to face with God.  Through 
Baptism we are claimed by Christ.  St. Augustine once wrote 
that through baptism we are branded with an indelible mark on 
our soul, the mark of the Holy Trinity.  It will never go away.  
Through that act we become the adopted sons and daughters of 
the Father, brothers and sisters of Jesus Christ.  It is important 
to thank God for that great gift he gives us. 

 
   “You belong to Christ, and Christ belongs to you.  At Baptism 
you were claimed for Christ with the Sign of the Cross; you 
received the Catholic faith as a treasure to be shared with 
others.  In Confirmation, you were sealed with the gifts of the 
Holy Spirit and strengthened for your Christian mission and 
vocation.  In the Eucharist, you receive the food that nourishes 
you for the spiritual challenges of each day.”
